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 It must occur to believers that there has to be 
more to our relationship with the Lord Jesus than just 
hanging around waiting for our call to heaven- and there 
is: “work out your salvation with fear and trembling.” 
 Those words are taking on new meaning as we 
spend our time in the Word on both Sunday mornings 
and evenings during January.  They are words that 
should both inspire and convict us as we discover what 
God is seeeking to do in our lives.  This Sunday morning 
brings us to the application that is fulfilled when Paul 
continues with- “it is God Who is at work, both to will 
and to work for His good pleasure.”  I hope that you 
plan to be here to discover the meaning of “to will and 
to work.”
