     A few days after that first glorious Easter, I imagine 
that a quite unique meeting occurred when Lazarus 
finally got a chance to see Jesus.  One had been raised 
back to natural life and was still facing the pain of 
natural death.  The other One was life itself.  One had 
‘merely’ been healed and given a second chance, the 
other One had been totally transformed. 
    I wonder if any onlookers remembered the words of 
Jesus to Martha while her brother was still in the grave: 
“I am the resurrection and the life…”   Clearly, death 
seemed powerless in His presence.  Who could resist 
believing in His power?   Who could ignore that this was 
the Son of God? 
     Unfortunately, given a few thousand years, many 
who celebrated His resurrected life now live as if it 
never happened.  Far too many of us gather at Easter for 
the holiday rather than the Life.  Lazarus would be 
shocked.   
     Jesus is indeed the resurrection and the life.  By 
believing in Him we have the ultimate hope that we will 
live forever.  Such hope is not dependent upon a special 
Sunday.  Instead it should be a constant reminder that 
Jesus is the Living Lord.  He holds power over death 
itself, how much more can He prove Himself powerful 
over the daily trials of our lives.  
    May we always acknowledge that Jesus is indeed 
alive!  And may we always respond by making Him our 
Lord.
